EMPLOYMENT

Between the beginning of the recession in December 2007, and the end of March 2009, 5.1
million jobs were lost, with almost two-thirds (3.3 million) of the decrease happening between
November 2008 and March 2009. It is thought that national unemployment figures could
reach 10 per cent of the workforce before levelling out.

According to the latest Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) monthly data (seasonally adjusted),
of a civilian labour force of 154,048,000 in March 2009, a total of 140,887,000 were
employed, and 13,161,000 were unemployed. The unemployment rate was 8.5 per cent. The
figures were in line with expectations. The number of people obliged to work part-time rather
than full-time rose by 423,000, to nine million.

In April 2009, all 50 states and the District of Columbia had higher unemployment rates than
a year earlier. Michigan had the highest unemployment rate, at 12.9 per cent, followed by
Oregon (12 per cent), South Carolina (11.5 per cent), and Rhode Island (11.1 per cent). North
Dakota registered the lowest unemployment rate, at four per cent.

GDP/GNP, Inflation, National Debt
The US is the world's leading economic power. Following a recession in 2000, 'real' GDP
(dollar chained to 2000 value) grew by 3.6 per cent over 2004 before slowing to 2.9 per cent
in 2006, due to higher inflation caused by the high cost of oil and a high current account
deficit of 6.4 per cent of GDP. Real GDP grew by just two per cent over 2007, to $11,523.9
billion.

The summer of 2007 saw the beginnings of a credit crisis, caused by bad debt in financial
institutions. US mortgage companies had made hundreds of billions of dollars of inappropriate
loans (so-called sub-prime lending) to people with poor credit histories; in the first eight
months of 2007, there were 1.7 million foreclosure proceedings in the US, and it is estimated
that as many as two million families could lose their homes by the end of 2009. These debts
were sold in packages to financial institutions around the world, and thence to pension funds
and hedge funds. The financial institutions, unaware of the extent of the bad debt in their
individual portfolios, were unwilling to lend further. The result was a depressed US housing
market, and a general economic slowdown in the US, which had a knock-on effect around
the world.

The financial crisis has meant worsening conditions for households and companies, as well
as a serious downturn in the labour market. In response, the government has approved a
range of measures, including fiscal stimulus, banking sector support and measures to help
home-owners. The federal deficit is likely to rise by around US$787 billion over the next ten
years. In April 2009, President Obama said that the recession was easing; although economic
activity had continued to weaken over March, and 2009 would see more job losses and more
repossessions, there were some signs of stabilisation.

Real GDP increased by just 1.1 per cent over 2008, to $11,652.0 billion. There was a sharp
decline in personal consumption expenditures, and a deceleration in exports and state and
local government spending. A downturn in imports, together with an increase in federal
government spending, offset some of the overall economic slowdown.
