The Civil War of 1402-1413 is often referred to as the interregnum 
because of its political instability, but the Civil War was a chapter 
of Ottoman history in its own right. This first full-length study 
of that period, begins with Timur’s dismemberment of the early 
Ottoman Empire, following his defeat of Bayezid “the Thunderbolt” 
at Ankara (1402). After Timur’s departure, the remains of the 
Ottoman realm were fought over by Bayezid’s sons in a series of 
bloody wars involving both internal factions and foreign powers. 
Some of the earliest Ottoman historical literature was produced 
in the courts of the warring princes, especially by Mehmed Çelebi, 
the final victor, who sought to justify the killing of his brothers.
