Libraries 
and consortia wishing to acquire the archives in perpetuity will be able to purchase either subject packages or 
the entire collection of available archives.

Access to the Brill journal archive will be of great benefit to the academic community, enabling scholars to 
search a far broader range of content and to explore historical perspectives on their area of study and 
research
