Submit all articles as attachments via e-mail to the Editor. Include abstract (250 words maximum)
and up to six keywords.

General and research articles: 10,000 words or less

Research reports: 5000 words

Commentaries: 2000 words

Book reviews: 500-2000 words

Letters: 500 words

Style
Double space entire manuscript with margins of at least 1” on top, bottom and sides. Do not
justify right-hand margins.

Citations. Authors should employ APA style.

References and notes. List all references alphabetically. Use footnotes, not endnotes.

Proofs

Proofs of articles will be sent to authors who should use the standard method of proof correction.
Corrected proofs must be returned in time.
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Consent to publish

Transfer of copyright

By submitting a manuscript, the author agrees that the copyright for the article is transferred to
the publisher if and when the article is accepted for publication. For that purpose the author
needs to sign the Consent to Publish which will be sent with the first proofs of the manuscript.

Open Access

In case the author wishes to publish the article in Open Access he/she can choose the Brill Open
option, which allows for a non-exclusive Open Access publication in exchange for an Article
Publishing Fee, and sign a special Brill Open Consent to Publish.
