The harmonization of law in the EU and North America is relatively well known in each region and abroad. While harmonization of law in the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) is generally less well abroad, the process has produced a Model Civil Code (1994). This Special Issue of the Review of Central and East European Law is devoted to the second CIS Model Companies Law (2010) and contains both a translation of, and commentary to, the new law. This is the first time in the 20-year history of CIS legal harmonization that a model law has been issued along with an authoritative explanatory text. Legal practitioners and scholars form the primary audience; however, economists, political scientists, and historians also will find these materials of interest.
