Since the publication of the fi rst edition of Indigenous African Institutions in 1992, Africa has 
undergone a substantial change.

The growing body of WTO jurisprudence is of profound signifi cance for the development of the 
general body of international law.  With this in mind, Environmental Sovereignty and the WTO 
succinctly examines how the WTO law can contribute to achieving coherence between general 
international law, international environmental law and international trade law and avoid 
confl icts between trade liberalization and global environmental protection. Professor Condon 
argues that these three branches of law are generally consistent with each other in the area of 
international law where they intersect. However, WTO jurisprudence can benefi t from a more 
explicit analysis, provided here, of the way that panel decisions fi t into the general framework 
of international law.

However, the book addresses these controversial issues without 
sacrifi cing academic rigour and will appeal to a scholarly and professional audience seeking 
new approaches to addressing the problems raised by the globalization of law.

The WTO, Animals and PPMs is a lucid analysis of the key diff erence between animal welfare 
protection and environmental protection of animals (biodiversity protection), providing a 
indispensable tool for distinguishing between the two.
